What the Chart is
The National Student Radio Chart Show is a radio chart show hosted each week by a different student radio station and networked across the UK. It showcases student radio to a national audience and is well respected amongst the industry as a snapshot of student radio. It has a professional sound, is well produced and plays cutting edge, up and coming, breaking music.

The Format
· The show is 2 hours long and made up of two individual charts. Hour 1 is a top 10 new music chart (sponsored by www.unsignedbandreview.com). Hour 2 is a top 10 hits chart.

· It is branded as the 'National Student Radio Chart Show, hosted by ...Student FM' - It has a national output/sound (i.e. is not local to the host area) - although there is a chance to showcase your station. 

· It broadcasts on a Sunday at 3pm-5pm. You will host the show once in the year, with the option of re-hosting it, once all stations have had the opportunity to. 

· Best National Student Chart Show is also an award category at the Student Radio Awards.

There is also the National Student Video Chart Show, which gets played out nationally across the UK on SubTV to a reach of over a million people. The host station presenters voice the video chart each week.

Your Show
Once the schedule for the term has been completed, you will be sent

- a running order (list of songs and chart position, link timings and other timings)

- all the music required for your show

- all production for the show

The content outside of this is really up to you. There'll be a chance to do a 'station showcase' - any feature to show what your station can do.

The Benefit
The National Student Chart Show is a brilliant opportunity for your station, presenters, production team to work on a very professional, tight sounding radio show, which has a national audience across the UK. It's exciting, fast-paced and fun to be a part of. There's also an award category for the Best Chart Show at the Student Radio Awards for your show to be recognised amongst some of the top industry professionals.

Your Responsibilities
The National Student Radio Chart Show is a brilliant opportunity to showcase what your station can do. However like any professional station, there are a few brief responsibilities:

-You must stick to Ofcom guidelines - It may be the case that your station is broadcasting online only - but the show will be carried and broadcast by other stations across the country, some of which are Community Stations. These stations have to strictly stick to Ofcom broadcasting regulations or risk fines/losing their license. Please make this clear to your teams. Full guidelines are available here http://stakeholders.ofcom.org.uk/broadcasting/broadcast-codes/ but if you have any questions, please ask.

-To be eligible to enter your chart show into the Student Radio Awards - you must also carry the chart show each and every week. There will be weekly spot checks - if you are found not to be hosting the show, without prior notification:

- once will be a warning

- twice and you will be put forward to a panel to decide whether you will be disqualified from entering your chart show in the awards. 

This is not something to panic about - we are always here to help and if you have any problems, just let me know - it should never get to this stage.

The Schedule
The National Student Chart show is a brilliant brilliant opportunity - it's fun, exciting, fast-paced and gives you a real taste of what professional commercial radio is like, there's a few rules to stick by, but beyond that you can be creative and make an award winning show.

The launch date for the first chart is going to be Sunday 16th October 3-5pm - If you are happy with the above, please book your station onto the form below - by signing up, you agree to the responsibilities listed in this email.
