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Sanka Day – 21st September 2011
Sanka is a Japanese word for ‘participation’, and represents the hope Imperial has for involving students in appreciation of Japanese culture as we prepare to host Japanese Olympic Athletes and Japanese Olympic Committee on our campus for the London 2012 Olympic Games.
The workshops and activities we plan to constitute the first Sanka day include:
1. Tour: A tour of Imperial College’s South Kensington Campus, including glimpses of real life laboratories and student areas, and the sports facilities that will be used by the schoolchildren (later on in the day) and the Japanese Olympic Committee (in 2012)
1. Sushi-rolling workshop: The executive chef of Tanpopo, supplier of Sushi to all of Imperial College, will show the students how to roll their own sushi and have a taste of authentic Japanese food.
1. Judo taster session: Imperial’s Judo club will give the students a demonstration of their sport before teaching them some of the starting moves in a controlled and safe way.
1. Taiko drumming workshop: A professional Taiko drumming group will teach the children to play these big, loud traditional Japanese instruments, culminating in the students performing an exciting piece.
1. Traditional dance workshop: Our teachers will show the students how to perform a traditional dance called Bon performed during Obon, a yearly festival with Japanese Buddhist origins.
1. Games for learning the Japanese language: Our teachers will help the children learn some sports-related Japanese vocabulary with an activity-based game.
