Eligibility

The Championships are open to students at institutions in current membership of BUSA who satisfy the Eligibility Regulations as laid down in the BUSA Handbook (Section 12, page 38). The entry form must be counter-signed by the Athletic Union President/Sports Officer who, in doing so, confirms that those entrants fulfil the necessary Eligibility Regulations. A judo club official's signature will not suffice.

Please note that BJA membership numbers must be given on the entry form. On no account will individuals be allowed to compete unless they hold current membership of the BJA (BJC, AJA). In the Dan Grade competition there will be a minimum requirement of 4th Kyu (Lower Blue Belt) for U48/U60kg, U52/U66kg and U57/U73kg and 2nd Kyu (Lower Brown Belt) for U63/U81kg, U70/U90kg, U78/U100kg and +78/+100kg entries.

Kyu Grade Competition 


The Kyu Grade Championships will have the following grade requirements:

Men
2nd Kyu (lower brown belt) and below with a minimum grade requirement of 6th Kyu (lower green belt).

Women



2nd Kyu and below with a minimum grade requirement of 7th Kyu (upper orange belt).

Weigh-in

Individuals will have to weigh-in on Friday 18 March at the Sports Centre on the Walsall Campus between 7.00pm – 9.00pm.  Only in exceptional circumstances will competitors be allowed to weigh-in on Saturday morning.  If people are going to be late for the weigh-in, they should contact BUSA prior to the event or the mobile number advertised in the Final Information mailout and ask to speak to Lucy Crickmore.

Team Championships
Men’s Team

Each Institution may enter one team consisting of five men and up to five reserves.  There will be no limitation on the grades of the competitors in the team event.  Team members MUST be listed in order of weight with the heaviest team member first.  Any team found to be fielding players not in this order WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.  No Substitutions will be permitted at any stage throughout the team competition.

Women’s Team

Each Institution may enter one team consisting of three women in open weight and up to three reserves. Team members MUST be listed in order of weight with the heaviest team member first.  There will be no limitation on the grades of the competitors in the team event. No Substitutions will be permitted at any stage throughout the team competition.

General
(i)
The method of competition shall be pools followed by knockout with the repecharge system.

(ii) The duration of the DAN Grade and Team contests shall be 5 minutes.

(iii) The duration of the KYU GRADE contests shall be 4 minutes

(iii) The Championship will be organised under the contest rules of the BJA.  All competitors and reserves must be current individual members of the BJA on the day of the Championship and each club represented in the team event must have current club membership of the BJA.

(iv) Please note the new times for scores from holding :

Osekomi times – 10,15, 20 & 25 Seconds

(v) Further rule changes which may be applicable at the time of competition, will be available on the BUSA website (www.busa.org.uk/judo) and on the Judo Programme that will be available prior to the event.

Awards

BUSA medals will be awarded, dependent on the number of entrants in any given weight category, as follows: -

2 entrants - gold medal only

(ii)
3 entrants - gold and silver medal

(iii)
4 or 5 entrants - gold, silver and one bronze medal

(iv)
6 or more entrants - gold, silver and two bronze medals
